· UAE (Difficult market for UK)

· Kuwait

· India (27% increase in defence budget & renewed urgency after Mumbai attacks)

· Pakistan (facing financial difficulties, priority for UK government)

11.30 – Sailing Olympic Games Security Operations


David Griffiths - Chief Superintendent, Dorset Constabulary

Chief Superintendent Griffiths is leading the security operation for the sailing competitions at 2012 Olympics which are being staged at Portland & Weymouth and provided the audience of some insight into the risks and challenges that lay ahead during the 67 days of security operation.
Risks

· Terrorist Activity

· Serious & organised crime

· Public disorder

· Crowd Management

Challenges

· Lack of existing infrastructure

· Remoteness of venue

· Resilience
· Situational awareness

· Logistics
· Capabilities

· VIP’s (visiting royal families from across Europe)
· No idea of the number of small craft expected at the events

Dorset Constabulary has no capabilities in maritime surveillance, but are interested in infrastructure that can be leased for the event.
